These dnagrams show how students answered a survey
about the environment. 453 students, between the

ages of 11 and 12, were asked two questions.

Firstly, the survey asked students if it was important
to help the environment. Most students (87%)

said yes. Secondly, the survey asked what the best
way to help the environment was. 32% of students
said recycling while 24% said saving energy. 18%
said saving water and 14% said picking up rubbish.
However, only 9% of students said that planting trees
was the best thing to do.

In conclusion, this survey shows that mostyoung
people are interested in helping the environment.
Also, they think that recycling and saving energy
are the best ways to he]p.
